Club Structure and Operation

· Required monthly meetings of all members

· Students to be divided into small “cell” groups consisting of 4-6 people, including at least one heritage speaker. 
· Cell groups are consistent throughout the quarter

· Required weekly meetings of cell groups

Operation of Monthly Meetings

· No English to be spoken in any circumstances (unless it’s an emergency).

· Progress reports on cell groups, suggestions, recounts, etc.

· 1st meeting of every quarter: students are divided into cell groups. 

Operation of Cell Groups

· Time and place decided/dependent on members in cell group

· Required meeting time of one hour, but more is encouraged.

· Dictionary must be present during meetings.
