Constitution and By-Laws of the Ohio State University Student Chapter of the Council for Exceptional Children

· Article I-  Name

The name of this organization shall be the Ohio State University Student Chapter of the Council for Exceptional Children.

· Article II-  Purpose

The purpose of the Student Council for Exceptional Children is three-fold.  Primarily, we wish to spread awareness among Ohio State students as to the needs of exceptional children.  Secondly, we provide opportunities for these students to volunteer throughout the community. Lastly, we provide a social forum for students with like interests in special education and special needs populations.

· Article III-  Membership
Membership shall consist of students and other persons interested in both the education and services of children with special needs.
· Article IV-  Organization

The Ohio State University Student Chapter shall be affiliated with the national Council for Exceptional Children and the Ohio State Federation of the Council for Exceptional Children.

· Article V-  Officers
Officers, that will delegate responsibility of the organization amongst each other, will consist of a president, treasurer, event coordinator, and web-master.
· Article VI-  Discriminatory statement
Discrimination against any individual based upon protected status, which is defined as age, color, disability, gender identity or expression, national origin, race, religion, sex, sexual orientation, veteran status, is prohibited.

· Article VII-  Meetings
Meetings can be arranged at the discretion of the standing president, however, it is suggested that they be held at least once a month.

By-Laws
· Article I-  Officers- the powers and duties of each position includes:
1. President- To serve as chief executive officer of the chapter with the powers and duties usually belonging to such office.  To serve as presiding officer at general meetings of the organization.
2. Vice President- To assist the president with any of his duties and organizational responsibilities.  The vice president will also resume the position of president the following year.
3. Treasurer- To receive all funds belonging to the organization and pay out the same on orders approved by the executive committee and signed by the president.  To keep and maintain an account of receipts and expenditures spent by SCEC, and to provide an audit for Ohio State to review following the end of the fiscal year.

4. Event Coordinator- To organize, create, and develop events and opportunities for members of SCEC to attend and develop annual events and opportunities for members of SCEC to attend.  These events are more involved events that may occur only once during the year.
5. Webmaster- To organize, develop, and maintain the web site for SCEC.  To assume responsibility of the recruiting chairman, which is to create and organize efforts to recruit new members at large student gatherings.  A newsletter is to also be created with contributions from every officer, and to be arranged and developed by the webmaster.
