Constitution

Article 1:


Section 1: This student organization will be called the Biochemistry Club.


Section 2: The Biochemistry Club will provide a forum for discussion of recent developments in the life sciences research at The Ohio State University and elsewhere.


Section 3: The Biochemistry Club and its members shall not discriminate against any individual(s) for reasons of race, colour, creed, religion, sexual orientation, national origin, sex, age, handicap, or Vietnam-era veteran status.

Article 2: Voting membership is limited to enrolled Ohio State students who are active members of the Biochemistry Club. An active member is defined as a member of the club that regularly participates in meetings and events. In the event that dues are collected, voting rights will be limited to those who have paid in full.

Article 3: Elections for executive council will be held annually in Spring Quarter to determine the leaders for the following academic year. The positions to be filled are: President, Vice-President, Treasurer, and Secretary. All council members are to be knowledgeable representatives of the club and available for contact by any group member. The individual responsibilities held by each position are as follows:


President: Organizes meetings and plans events.


Vice-President: Oversees and facilitates all activities.


Treasurer: Handles all financial needs and transactions of the club.


Secretary: Assists with logistical needs of the club and facilitates communication between the council and its members.

Article 4: Any other temporary committees may be formed by the executive council if a need arises for them over the course of an academic year. The leaders of any sub-committee formed to serve a temporary purpose will be chosen democratically and are subject to the non-discrimination policy outlined in Article 1, Section 3. 

Article 5: Advisers of student organizations must be full-time members of the University faculty or Administrative & Professional staff. Their role is to guide the executive council and provide an additional contact for active club members.

Article 6: The Constitution will be annually reviewed and updated as needed at the beginning of each academic year. Any updates will require a majority agreement from the executive council and the student advisor. Amending the Constitution outside of this will require a two-thirds ratification from all active members.

Article 7: Regular club meetings will be held on a bi-weekly basis, and will be communicated via E-Mail. Special events will be held several times during the quarter, and will be planned and announced at regular meetings.

Article 8: In the event that the organization is disbanded, the Biochemistry Club will declare bankruptcy and will cease operations immediately.
