Chinese Calligraphy Club Constitution

1.1 Name: Chinese Calligraphy Club

1.2 Purpose: To gather enthusiasts of Chinese calligraphy in order to study and better one’s skills.

1.3 Non-discrimination policy: The Chinese Calligraphy Club will not discriminate against others based on age, disability, ethnicity, gender, gender identity or expression, national origin, political affiliation, religion, sexual orientation, or veteran status. 

2.1 Membership Qualifications and Categories of Membership: Voting membership is restricted to currently enrolled students of the Ohio State University, although general membership is open to the public. 

3.1 Organization Leadership and Duties: All officers are to be elected with a plurality of the voting members and are to preside for one academic year unless reelected. All officers are also to train their successors during spring quarter so the new officers know what they’re going to do next year.

3.2 President: To lead meetings, fundraisers, and events; to schedule meetings, fundraisers, and events; and to liaison with the Ohio State University.

3.3 Vice President: To brainstorm fundraisers and events, to manage the club website, and be able to step in for the President at any time. 

3.4 Treasurer: To manage club funds, put in financial requests, and be on the lookout for funding opportunities.

3.5 Secretary: To keep a clear, concise record of club meetings and events for future reference.

4.1 Advisor Qualifications: Advisors must be full-time faculty members of the Ohio State University or the Administrative & Professional staff, and have a working knowledge of Chinese calligraphy. Specifically, they must be able to differentiate between four different types of script and be able to instruct club members how to better their calligraphy.

5.1 Meetings: Club meetings will be biweekly, for a total of five meetings per academic quarter, with officers reserving the right to call extra meetings at any time. 

6.1 Amending the constitution: Amendments to the Chinese Calligraphy Club constitution must be supported by at least five club members and by two officers. Amendments are then formally submitted in writing to be incorporated into the constitution. 

7.1 Method of Dissolution: If the Chinese Calligraphy Club should be dissolved with monetary debts withstanding, these debts will be settled by the liquidation of the club’s material assets.
Chinese Calligraphy Club By-Laws

1.1 Parliamentary Authority: The rules contained in Robert’s Rule of Order shall govern the organization in all cases in which to they are applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent with the by-laws of this organization.

1.2 “Though the minority shall be heard and the absentees protected, the majority will decide.”

2.1 Becoming a member: Those interested in becoming a member of the Chinese Calligraphy Club must prove proficiency in Chinese calligraphy, either by independent study or by taking a Chinese calligraphy course at an accredited university. There will be a $15 membership fee, upon payment of which will be conferred official membership in the Chinese Calligraphy Club. 

2.2 Termination of membership: If a member’s conduct is found unsuitable (in a meeting or in regards to the representation of the Chinese Calligraphy Club) by the officers (see Sections 3.2-3.5), membership will be terminated.

2.2.1 Termination procedure: If a member’s behavior has been found objectionable for reason, the member will meet privately with the officers and explain his or her actions. The officers will then withdraw to decide whether the offense is a terminable one. If it is, membership is then terminated. 

3.1 Election: Elections for club officers will be held at the start of spring quarter and take place over the space of two biweekly meetings.

3.2 Eligibility and Nomination: Members eligible to become officers of the Chinese Calligraphy Club must be members of the Chinese Calligraphy Club. Those interested must be nominated by at least one other member of the Chinese Calligraphy and accept the nomination before running for office.

3.2.1 Candidates are nominated on the first meeting of spring quarter. Candidates have until the next biweekly meeting to prepare speeches explaining why they would be best qualified for their desired offices. At the second meeting, they will deliver their speeches. Candidates are not to participate in voting for their desired office, though they may vote for the other offices.

3.3 Ballots and Balloting Procedures: Ballots are to be passed out, collected, and counted by the officers. If an officer is running for reelection, he or she is not to count ballots pertaining to their office. Election results are to be announced at the meeting following the ballot collection. 

3.4 Special circumstances: For those things we just can’t foresee.

3.4.1 Resignation: In the case of resignation of a club officer, another officer will cover the vacant office until an emergency reelection, taking place over the usual two-meeting period, has been held for the vacant office. In the case of the President resigning, the Vice President will assume the office of President and may either choose to remain as President or vacate the office in favor of an elected replacement. If the Vice President chooses to remain as President, then the emergency election will be held for the office of Vice President. 

3.4.2 Impeachment: Officers may be impeached when found guilty of conduct that reflects poorly on the Chinese Calligraphy Club. Anyone may suggest impeachment, but not without reason—embezzlement, theft, flashing the President of the Ohio State University, etc. Officers are impeached when two of the three remaining officers and a majority of the club find (in a vote) the accused officer guilty of misconduct. Should the officer be impeached, the protocols outlined in Section 3.4.1 (Resignation) will be used to elect a new officer.

4.1 Advisor Responsibilities: Faculty advisors are required to attend the biweekly meetings at least twice per quarter, at any two meetings of their choice. They may come more often if they choose. They are not required to attend elections or be present during finals week. They reserve the right to abstain from being the second signer on checks, though it’s hoped that they don’t. 
5.1 Quorum: At least four members of the Chinese Calligraphy Club, officers included, must be present in order to vote on decisions during a meeting.

6.1 Amending the By-Laws: Amendments to the Chinese Calligraphy Club by-laws must be supported by at least four club members. Amendments are then formally submitted in writing to be incorporated into the by-laws.
